The new facilities include a spacious classroom for Grossmont’s Sports Medicine Pathway, complete with cutting-
edge equipment, diagnostic tools, and interactive displays. There is also an expansive new weight room, a
dedicated coach’s space, a secure storage area for sports equipment, and a new restroom facility. The project
provides a new space for Grossmont’s Food Services function, with a modern kitchen and food preparation area,
and thoughtfully laid out serving stations. Additionally, the project provides new bleachers with ADA access from
both sides and a new press box. New classroom spaces serve as the current home of the relocated Grossmont
High School Museum and its extensive memorabilia collection. The museum existed previously in a building that

was cleared for new construction.
