March of 1968 had printed opinions that Grossmont 

would lose to El Cajon this year, breaking an 

eight year undefeated run, because Grossmont 

had “only a couple of returning veterans and 

last year’s Jr. Varsity, but by May, those “No-

name competitors” had whipped CIF top-seeded 

Crawford 17-11 in the semi-finals, and topped San 

Diego (with three nationally ranked players) 15-13 

for the CIF crown.
